¸ Increasing interdependence of national & 
regional economic systems

¸ Human Development Index: life expectancy, 
adult literacy, education, gross domestic 
product

¸ Economic: 'standard of living'ðliteracy, infant 
mortality, life expectancy, poverty

¸ Uneven: inequitable distribution of resources
