A Global Wealth Distributions

Super wealthy: .25% of the world's populations
own as much wealth as the other 99.75%,
mostly living in the 'developed' world

Global gap is widening d incomes of the richest
nations are increasing at a greater rate than the
poorest

Population is also increasing significantly in the
richest nations (mostly Asia)

Uneven Development

A Core-periphery (fast v. slow worlds)

Core: global communication; fully wired for fast
access to Internet; Megacities; adaptable to
global trends of trade, production,
consumption; home of super-wealth

Periphery: rural landscapes; declining
manufacturing zones, slums; Internet &
computers are slow, unavailable, and too pricey



Uneven Development

Decline of 'blue collar' jobs to overseas
markets, leads to poverty stricken urban areas

Underground economy of drug trafficking,
prostitution, and associated violent crime
