News Review Guidelines

A News Review is meant to give students an opportunity to find current events that are applicable to what we are discussing in class.  As we have discussed, geography is a broad subject and therefore the range of stories we will hear about will be quite diverse.  It also means that you can be creative in how you tie the story into the topics we are discussing in class.  

Each student will complete one News Review during this course.  A sign up sheet will be passed around the first day – you choose what day you wish to present.  

The guidelines for this assignment are as follows:

1. Should be between 5-10 minutes

2. Using multi-media is highly encouraged (i.e. a video from a reliable media source – CNN, BBC, NY Times, etc.  Alternative media is also a viable option; maps or other visuals available online; audio recordings; )

3. Your presentation (although informal) should include:

· A clear statement tying your article to a topic discussed in class or in the text

· The source of your article

· A summary of the article

· A brief description of the place your article is referring to

· Why you choose the article

· Why or how this event affects you & your life

· Your reaction / opinion of the content in the article

4. No PowerPoint or other type of presentation is necessary, but you need to be prepared (have notes) to address all the points in #3

5. Creative options are encouraged.  For example, you may find the same event discussed by two media sources that tell a different story – you could focus your presentation on comparing & contrasting the two sources and discussing why you think the sources have different perspectives of the situation.  If you have a question about what you want to present, discuss with me first.
