Guidelines
All case study presentations should include the following: 
· An informal presentation (8-10 min) either with powerpoint or as a ‘demo’

· Summary of the tool/model/extension/etc 
· Explanation of the steps involved in using the tool/model/extension/etc.

· An example of how and when it can be used

I expect that you come to class with a thorough understanding of the topic you are discussing and present your information in a clear and understandable way.  You will have access to the podium computer to show any internet applications, or GIS projects.  
Getting Started
As you work on your course projects, keep in mind what tools you are using and if you discover any interesting ways to use a specific tool.  Topics may include an interesting software program that allows the conversion of data from non-spatial to spatial, GPS to shapefile, etc.  Or a tool on the editor toolbar (or spatial analyst, etc.) that you have not used before and found extremely useful for one of your tasks.  Whatever topic you choose, be sure to run it by me prior to your presentations.
