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Application Form for URISA Scholarship 
January 2013
The Oregon & SW Washington chapter of URISA is a non-profit organization dedicated to encouraging and advancing an interdisciplinary approach to developing urban and regional information systems.  Providing scholarships to assist in the education of future professionals and advancing research in this discipline are two goals aimed at assisting in this endeavor.  The scholarship consists of two awards – a tuition scholarship and a research grant.  

Eligibility

Both awards are for undergraduate and graduate students whose field of study includes courses on or research in the field of geographic information systems (GIS).  The students must be attending a college or university within the Chapter’s boundaries, which is the state of Oregon and southwest Washington.

Purpose

The tuition scholarship is designed to help defray the costs of GIS courses.  The degree or program the applicant is working towards does not have to be specifically for GIS; however, the student must have a GIS emphasis or focus within their chosen degree on GIS.  The GIS course can be taken during Spring, Summer or Fall Term 2013.

The research scholarship is designed to facilitate research focusing on some aspect of GIS.  The student can be pursuing a degree in any relevant field.

Award

The scholarship consists of two types of awards – a tuition scholarship to take a GIS course and a research grant.  The tuition scholarships are $500 and there will be from 1 – 3 awarded. The research grant is for up to $1,000.  Depending upon applications and circumstances, the chapter reserves the right to select the number of awards provided.
Selection

The tuition scholarship will be awarded primarily based on the statement of intent on the application form.  The research scholarship will be awarded based on scholastic record and the research plan.  All submitted applications will be reviewed by a URISA Sub-Committee.
Obligation of the Recipient

The successful tuition scholarship recipients are required to provide a copy of their transcript showing the GIS course taken.  All scholarship winners have 120 days from the date of their scholarship notification letter to submit their transcripts. No exceptions will be made for late submissions.
Research scholarship recipients are required to provide a report of the research findings within two months of completing the research.  Research monies will be release upon receipt of the research report.
